
Making a movie is a great creative way to spend time with your family.
Most families  have access to a smartphone or tablet with the ability 

to create a film. so Heres a simple list of instructions to help you get 
started

1. A smartphone or tablet to    
    shoot the video

2. A Plan of action

3. Location to film (rooms 
    around the house and the 
    garden are great 

4. Actors (Kids and parents)

5. Fun costumes (Optional)

6. Props (Optional)

7. Access to the internet 
    allowing you to share with 
    friends and family
    (Youtube, Google Drive) 
    (Optional)

Preparation could take as little as 15 minutes but the 
more that goes into the planning stage the easier you’ll 
find the filming.

Draw it all out Making a storyboard in the form of a cartoon is a 
great way to plan your film. 
At this stage a few key decisions need to be made
1. What is the movie about?
2. Who are the characters in the movie?
3. Where and when does the movie take place?
4. What props do you need? (If any)

Making your film in sequence by following the 
storyboard, can make putting you clips together at 
the edit stage a much simpler task.

Film everything! Make sure you film everything, the smallest clip 
that you thought wouldn’t work can sometimes 
make all the difference.

There are a few super simple options now for 
putting movie clips together. iPhone and iPad both 
have the option to use the exceptional iMovie. This 
is a super simple video editor, that comes free on 
all apple devices. (Available in the Apple App 
Store).
Android users get to use the free versions of 
Power Director or Filmorago. ‘Google Playstore’ 
has plenty to choose from, but these are a couple 
of the best,

Add  Music
The addition of music to your film can really help 
set the scene. All the video editors listed above 
have the ability to add your favourite tracks. why 
not try recording your own songs to make the 
movie more personal.

Add  Titles Let everyone know exactly who created the visual 
masterpiece they have just had the pleasure of 
watching. Who wrote it, filmed it and not 
forgetting, the new actors that could have 
hollywood beckoning, once word gets out.

Showcase time

The best way to let family see your hard work is 
to hold a movie night, make it a red carpet event 
requesting formal dress to add more glitter to 

the occasion.
